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HOW TO HOST YOUR OWN BAKE SALE!

You can get involved with the Worldwide Blogger Bake Off by hosting your very own bake sale. Get your friends and family involved and don’t forget to blog about it – we want to read your story! Below are a few pointers to help you get started. 

1. What kind of bake sale suits you?
You’ll need to do a bit of planning about how you’d like to host your bake sale. Below are a few options you may want to consider:

· Host your own bake sale.

First you’ll need to plan how much you want to bake and if you need to recruit others to help you. Next, find a good location in a busy area for example, your neighborhood, your local community centre or your local weekend market. Remember to bring a stand/small table to display your bread.

· Host a community bake sale and get everyone involved.
Get your friends and neighbors involved by hosting one big bake sale in your community. Encourage each person to bake their favourite recipe and put it to the test. Organizing a bake sale with a bunch of friends could result in a whole lot of crazy stories to blog about! Don’t forget to take photos.

· Bake to order.
Select the recipe(s) you want to bake and make an order form and price list. Collect orders from your neighborhood, work place or local community group. Be sure to include prices that cover your costs and also build in a donation. Remember:  the more bread you bake (and deliver on time) the more orders you’ll get! The beauty about hosting a bake sale in this way is that it can be ongoing. See an example of an order form you can download by clicking here.

· Host a baking competition.

If you have a more competitive side why not host a baking competition! To raise money, ask each participant to pay an entrance fee. Think up competition categories such as: the biggest loaf; the celebrity loaf (perhaps a loaf that resembles Elvis?); the longest loaf etc. Involve non-bakers by asking them to become judges and offer prizes to incentivize participants. Most of all enjoy the day and be sure to take lots of photos for our website!  

2. Promote your event
Be sure to promote your event to guarantee as many people know about it as possible. Some suggestions are:

· Radio: Most local radio stations have time set aside each week to promote community projects. Contact your nearest station to find out if you can get your bake sale promoted. They may also have a website with an online community notice board you can post on.

· TV: Some local channels promote community events through the week. Contact your local TV station to see if they have this option available

· Newspapers: Get your local community paper involved. Most papers will only be too happy to help you out. Don’t forget – they’re constantly looking for content so you will be helping them!

· Print flyers: By clicking here you can download an A4 flyer to help promote your bake sale. Or, if you’d prefer click here to download the official Worldwide Blogger Bake Off logo pdf and make your own poster or even print t-shirts – the possibilities are endless!

· Blogging: If you blog, write a blog post to inform your network.

· Facebook: Post your bake sale details on our Facebook page and reach many more people.

3. Become an expert on Breadline Africa and the Worldwide Blogger Bake Off

Don’t forget to read up on what we’re about so you can tell people about us and why you chose The Blogger Bake Off as your cause of choice. Some interesting facts you should know are:

· Breadline Africa was first established in 1993.

· Over the past 15 years Breadline Africa has placed hundreds of renovated disused shipping containers into poor communities across Africa. These have become Container Pre-schools, Container Clinics, Container Kitchens (which can feed over 720 meals a day!) and Container workshops.

· In addition, Breadline Africa sponsors more than 50 grassroots projects every year ranging from unemployment, food & nutrition, Aids & HIV and skills development – just to name a few.

· 100% of net funds raised goes directly to projects and is fully allocated on an annual basis. We do not invest in reserves. This is because we believe the best investment for the future is helping people help themselves.

· Over the past 15 years we have allocated over US$8.5m funds to projects in Africa (in other words that’s over £4.7m or €6m or ZAR70.7m!).
